Why Use ParentVUE for Absences

If a student is not attending school for the day or series of days, the parent has
the ability to document this absence in PVUE instead of making a call and leaving
a voicemail to the attendance clerk.

How to Enter an Absence

Log in to ParentVue

Click on ‘Report Absences’ (listed on the left side panel)

Mark either ‘A for Absent’ or ‘I for lllness’. You can submit the attendance
for a single date or range of dates by clicking on each day. (Future absences
are not visible in PVUE until the date of the absence.)

Please leave comment in the note section, explaining the absence.

Change in Dismissal Plans

as the end of the day gets busy in the office.

Classroom Treats

News from Health Office

No Cough Drops in School: Students are not to carry cough drops in their back
packs for use during the school day. If cough drops are required, there is a
Medication Authorization form from the Health Room that must be completed for
any medication to be given at school (prescription or over the counter). This form
needs to be filled out and signed by the Health Care Provider and then signed by
the Parent and returned to the health room with the cough drops in their original
package. Once this process is complete, the student can come to the Health
Room and the Health Room Tech will give them a cough drop. Mints/candies are
an alternative for dry throats that can be carried by the student so they can use
as they need.
